Mike Follin graduated from Capital University in Co-
lumbus, Ohio with a BA in Speech & Theater Arts.  
Mr. Follin did his graduate work at the Ohio State  
University receiving his Master's of Research and    
Performance of American History & Folklore.  He has 
taught communications at both the high school & col-
lege level.  The Ohio and Greater Columbus Art  
Councils recognize Mr. Follin as an Artist in Residence 
in the area of storytelling and creative, therapeutic 
drama.  He is regarded as a leader in the area of first 
and third person historic interpretation, having taught 
training sessions nationally for the of American       
Association of State and Local History.  Mr. Follin  
frequently performs storytelling and lectures on     
communications all over Ohio and the country for 
colleges, civic groups, museums, festivals, radio and 
television.  He has also performed and lectured in   
England, Ireland, Russia, and Japan. 

Currently Mr. Follin serves as the Artistic Director 

for the Educational Television programs at the Ohio 

Historical Society, Interpretive Education Specialist, 
and Coordinator of Interpretive Services at the     

Society. He is a member of the Ohio Village Singers, 

a resident repertoire company and serves as theatre 

director.  He also served on the historic performance 
committee for the National Association of Living 

History Farms and Museums.   

 
Mr. Follin is  founder and past president of the Ohio 

Order for the Preservation of Storytelling, a statewide 

network of storytellers.  He works as volunteer with 
terminally ill children for  Hospice, and  he has    

written and directed a number of church dramas for 

youth and adults. Mike also served as Director of 

Music at Harmony Chapel UMC for twenty five 
years. He and his wife Marc continue to give sacred 

music concerts and dramatic programs for various 

churches.
