In this passage God invites God's people to stop wasting their time 
and money on "junk food" They were doing stuff, buying stuff, and 
eating stuff that did not really make them feel better or satisfy their 
hunger.  God promises He will do that and they will be satisfied with 
the best spiritual food and drink which will fill them with delight.

1. Have you ever ordered 
something that looked good on the 
menu, but then were disappointed 
when it came because it did not taste 
as good as you thought it would?

2. Have you ever saw what someone 
else got and wish you would have 
ordered that instead?

3. Have you ever had someone share 
a bite from what they got because it 
looked good to you and they were 
willing to share?  

4. What does that say about that 
person?     

5. What does it say about God that 
God is willing to share the very 
best spiritual food and drink from 
God’s plate?

6. Why do families sometimes say a 
prayer before a meal?
